"ʻAha ʻAina Wai Maka:  Feast of Tears" 
Sunday, November 2, 2025 

"ʻAha ʻAina Wai Maka:  Feast of Tears" was traditionally 
celebrated in ancient Hawaiʻi to mark the first anniversary of a 
person's death.  It was the understanding of our kūpuna that tears 
were initially shed because of the loss of a loved one.  The "ʻAha 
ʻAina Wai Maka" was seen as a happy occasion, a time when 
death was accepted by the family. 

We remember family members and friends who died in the past 
year.  We also remember those who died and for whom a 
memorial service was held at Keawalaʻi or those who have yet to 
be honored in our Feast of Tears from previous years. 

We can remember those buried on the grounds of the church and 
those who have died and are now inurned in Pōʻaialoha, our 
columbarium, or who have had their ashes scattered at sea and 
now have a plaque at the base of the columbarium.
